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Why do we have eggs at Easter? 

Eggs are a forbidden food during Lent, making them a  welcome 
return to the menu on Easter Day. 

   Why do we give eggs at Easter? 

Easter is a Christian festival. For Christians the custom of giving eggs 
at Easter celebrates new life. Christians remember that Jesus, after 
dying on the cross, rose from the dead. They believe that, through his 
resurrection, Jesus defeated death and sin and offers people the 
promise of eternal life if they follow his teachings. 

 What were the fi rst Easter eggs like? 

The first eggs given at Easter were birds eggs. These eggs were 
painted in bright colours to give them further meaning as a gift. We 
still paint bird eggs today but usually only chicken eggs. 

 An Anglo-Saxon legend - the Easter bunny and eggs 

An Anglo-Saxon legend tells how the Saxon goddess Eostre found a 
wounded bird and transformed it into a hare, so that it could survive 
the Winter. The hare found it could lay eggs, so it decorated these each 
Spring and left them as offering to the goddess. 

 The Tradi tional Egg Gift  

As chocolate became more wide spread in the 20th Century, a 
chocolate version of the traditional painted egg was developed. The 
size of the chocolate egg has grown over the years and is now more 
likely to be the size of an ostrich egg rather than a small birds egg. The 
eggs are either hollow or have a filling, and are usually covered with 
brightly coloured silver paper. 

 Easter Egg Hunt 
Small chocolate eggs are hidden for the children to find on the 
traditional Easter Egg Hunt. In recent years this game has been linked 
to the Easter Bunny, which only arrived in England relatively recently. 
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New life for our grounds – Growing Space is under way. 
 

You may recognise a few faces in this photograph taken in the first 
week in March in freezing temperatures as these young people 
from YMCA Training helped with the work of preparing the beds 
for our first seasons planting. 

With the beginning of Growing Space it seemed a good idea to 
include some gardening tips for us as well.  
Your garden in April 
By Colin Dale, plant buyer, Notcutts Garden Centres 
A wide variety of summer bedding plants will be available at your 
local garden centre this month, for you to get ahead with your 
containers and baskets. These will need to be protected with 
horticultural fleece or grown in a cool greenhouse until risk of 
frost is past. Look at the variety of half hardy perennials such as 
Diascia and Verbena, which are weather resistant and very long 
flowering. 
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Why not plant summer-flowering bulbs and corms such as 
beautifully scented Lilies, in containers now? These can be placed 
in borders later in the year where gaps are to be filled. 
If your herbaceous perennials need rejuvenating, take soft-wood 
cuttings. Lupins, Delphiniums and Phlox are some of many that 
can be increased this way – buy some rooting powder to increase 
your success.  
 

Hardy annuals, such as Candytuft can be sown where they are to 
flower, in shallow drills. Soak seeds of Sweet Peas overnight, in 
water, before sowing them in deep pots to encourage a good root 
system. Once they are 15cm high, they can be pinched out and 
planted where they are to flower with some support. 
Walk around your garden and prune out any winter damage on 
evergreen shrubs. Remove dead and dying branches and check for 
new growth at the base of plants before condemning them. Give 
damaged plants a top dressing of general fertilizer and mulch 
around the base with compost to help them get back into growth.    
 

Onion sets can be planted into a firm seed bed and top-dressed 
with fish, blood and bone now. Leave just the tips of the bulbs 
exposed and revisit the rows after a couple of days to replant those 
that the birds have pulled up!

Top Ten Tips for April 
By Colin Dale, plant buyer, Notcutts Garden Centres 

1. We have lots of summer bedding plants for sale this month. 
Plan your colour schemes and choose from the wide variety 
available. Remember to protect the plants from late frost, 
with horticultural fleece or by moving them under cover 
when frost threatens. 

2. Take softwood cuttings of perennials such as Lupins, 
Delphiniums and Phlox to increase your stocks and replace 
old plants as they reach the end of their lives. Remember to 
use a hormone rooting powder. 
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3. Walk around the garden and check for signs of winter 
damage. Prune out obvious dead areas in evergreen shrubs, 
checking for new growth from the base of the plants. Give plants 
that have been damaged a top dressing of general fertiliser and 
mulch around the base to help improve the soil. 
4. It is not too late to plant onion sets and shallots on a firm 
seedbed, which has been top dressed with fish, blood and bone, at 
the beginning of the month. Plant with the tip of each bulb just 
showing and revisit the rows in a couple of days to replant those 
that the birds have pulled up. 
5. Visit our plant centre and purchase your vegetable seeds for 
successional sowings of fast maturing crops through the summer.  
6. Continue to remove the seed heads of Daffodils and Tulips as 
they finish flowering and reward the clumps with a top-dressing of 
bone meal to help build up the bulbs for next year. 
7. Soak Sweet Pea seeds in water overnight and then sow in 
deep pots to encourage good root systems. Once these are 15cm 
high, they can be pinched out and planted where they are to 
flower, providing their exquisitely scented flowers for the house 
through summer. 
8. Plant tomatoes into growing bags in the greenhouse and 
provide heat at night until risk of frost is past. Keep well-watered 
and begin to feed with a liquid feed once the first truss of fruit has 
started to set. 
9.  Sow seeds of hardy annuals such as Candytuft, Love-in-a -ist 
and Larkspur in drifts where they are to flower, after rain. Just 
cover the seed in shallow drills and mark well. 

10  Choose from the wide range of shrubs and perennial plants, 
which are available in our plant centre, for years of colour in your 
own garden.

Listening Space 
 

I wrote this description of Listening Space for a visit by Ecumenical 
Officers from the URC who were interested in projects where churches 
work together. Jane thought people might like to read it.  
 

Listening Space is a weekly drop- in coffee morning at the shop-front 
premises, Space, next to Sainsbury’s.  It takes place on Tuesdays between 
10.15 am and 12.15. The original idea, which came from Jane, was that it 
would be a place where people who were suffering bereavement could 
come and have a cup of tea or coffee - with an opportunity, if they wished, 
for a private chat with a trained listener. The project started in June 2008. 
 

The volunteers come mainly from the Free Church and St. Francis, with 
one regular listener from Christ Church. A member of Herts International 
Church leads the project when I’m away. Some volunteers had had training 
as listeners before the start of the project and others, who began by making 
the tea and coffee, have now taken the same training.  
 

We soon found that people did not want to come in giving themselves the 
label, as it were, “bereaved”. So we widened idea of the project to include 
anyone who wanted to come in for a coffee and a chat – or to talk privately 
if they had lost a job, a friend, a loved one or something else precious to 
them. We have found that many of the people who have come in have, in 
fact, suffered a loss of some kind. Every so often, someone does want to go 
to a private room or space at the back of the project to talk about some 
very recent loss or some pressing emotional problem. 
 

A man whose wife has severe Alzheimer’s Disease and who is looking 
after her for twenty- four hours a day came in for many weeks on the 
morning that a carer came in to relieve him. A lady who had lost her 
partner some time ago came in for several weeks and then we saw in the 
Welwyn Times that she is starting a similar project on the other side of 
town. On one occasion a woman joined us whose husband was going to 
leave her on the following day. She spent an hour and a half with the lead 
listener for the day, who is from the Free Church, and then felt able to go 
into work.  
 

About 140 people have used the project at one time or another and we 
usually have about 8 to 16 visitors each Tuesday. Do join us, any Tuesday 
morning.

Faithworks National Conference:  

Building Whole Communities 

I attended this inspiring weekend event, in which Steve Chalke and 
Brian McLaren (author of A New Kind of Christianity) were the star 
turns. The venue itself was interesting – the Oasis Centre in Enfield, 
which is an integrated community complex run by Christians. There 
is an Academy (secondary school), a church, a children’s centre, a 
youth centre, a health centre etc, still under development, but a good 
example of how the Faithworks vision of restoring the church as the 
hub of the community is being put into practice. Other speakers 
reinforced the message. It was claimed that local authorities are 
having to depend on the churches more and more and will want to 
form partnerships with them in achieving a common vision. More 
opportunities are expected over the coming years. In a break-out 
session, Christine Novelli described how Space had become a 
Christian hub in Welwyn Garden City and soon in Hatfield and 
Stevenage. She sounded good: Space is well in tune with the 
Faithworks philosophy! As Steve Chalke said, Faithworks is a 
movement arguing for the soul. It is giving Christianity a new sense 
of direction and urging churches to discern what that is. 
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Hearing what Christians elsewhere in the country are actually 
doing to bring about a 360 degree integration of the Christian 
message into local community affairs undoubtedly stretches the 
imagination. Nothing seems impossible when you hear how others 
have actually brought about what once was a wild dream. The 
Faithworks movement is trying hard to 
persuade churches to rethink their theology 
and their mission, finding out what God 
now wants them to do. With ‘God is still 
speaking,’ and ‘Collecting the Stones’, the 
Free Church is trying to respond to this 
challenge. Now is the time to dream of 
what we could become. We are not alone 
in doing this.
