Celebrating the World Cup

On Friday, June 11 the latest World Cup takes pla&outh
Africa. Over the course of a month, the world’sagest football
tournament takes place. With 64 games being playadrariety
of venues in the African nation, there’s no esogite soccer
especially if England do well.

A total of 32 teams will be competing for the cumlahe honour
of being world champions. It scarcely needs repgdtat
England have only won once, back in 1966 — alsootiig time
when the tournament was held on British soil.

The tournament was held for the first time in Uraygun 1930.
Just 13 teams took part with the host nation beagithe first
holders of the World Cup. European nations hadateel to the
country by boat, which explains why just Belgiunnaice,
Romania and Yugoslavia made the long journey.

Two further tournaments took place before the Sedtvarld Wat,
but the 1942 and 1946 tournaments were cancelled.
Between 1934 and 1978, just 16 teams took paherfinals,
expanding to 24 teams in 1982 and another eighttdes were
added to the finals in 1998: to give you some kea hotly
contested these places are, 204 countries tooknpaulification
matches for this year’s tournament. The final is ohthe most-
watched television programmes in the world: a nbodgling
715.1 million people saw Italy beat France on pesafour years
ago.

In 2002, millions will also have seen three of HisXVorld Cup
winning players celebrate not by cheering but prgyin the pitch.
Kaka, one of the three, says of the moment, “It wasally
fantastic and amazing thing’.



Other Christians will be in the teams and backstages of this
year’s tournament, letting their faith be showntlgir
sportsmanship and fair play. Chaplains will be andhalongside
trainers, coaches and medical staff to pray forlsteh to players’
concerns.

And the tournament, which encourages fair play @rdperation
between nations, reflects the worldwide church adl has
created us to be.

Your gardenin June
By Colin Dale, plant buyer, Notcutts Garden Centres

Climbing plants can be trained in to their supptnteugh the
summer. Wisteria should be pruned now to thin batrtew
growths and take them back to about 15cm from kthevood.
Reward these graceful climbers with a feed of satiplof potash
or a general fertiliser, mulch around the roots gine the plant a
thorough watering.

Your local garden centre will still have good stea summer
bedding and container plants, which can be plaotgdow.
Round up any empty containers and plan your caobemes.

Early potatoes can be lifted as required for usenwthey are in
full flower. Gently loosen the soil a distance frone stem of the
plant and pull it up, shaking off the new tubersidds can be fed
now with pelleted chicken manure or a liquid feedjive them
one last burst of energy before they start to diekldor lifting in
August.

Give your late flowering perennials such as Astetdpx and
Rudbeckia the ‘Chelsea Chop’ by removing this yegrowth by
two-thirds, producing more shoots and yet more disy

Box can be clipped at the beginning of the morgmaving the
new growth and revealing the dark green shapdsesketbeautiful
formal plants.

Roses have to be one of the most versatile of plaith varieties
to suit most gardens. From miniature varietiescfartainers to
rambling varieties to climb through trees, evergdga should
have at least one variety. Remember to dead-hpadtréowering
bush roses as flowers fade to encourage more bldmmsgh the
summer.
