The Miracle that is the Food Bank

When the Lord woke our pastor Peter in the midd e night, and told
him that New Zion was to feed the poor betweeri®am every
Wednesday morning, | don't think any of us realigieslimpact and
blessing this would have.

Peter shared the vision with the church, and thea®such rightness about
it that we were all eager to start. Initially theuech set aside £2000, and
Hertford County Council awarded a £1500 grant te\sdruying the food.
As a church it was important that we were ablestch the right people,
and it was felt that professionals (Health Visitdisctors, CPN's, Social
Workers and others) would be best placed to do liinisractice this means
that they give out vouchers which allow the reaggeto come and choose
a variety of foods from 4 different categories ¢gm, carbohydrates, fruit
and vegetables, and others), allowing them to baweeigh food to get
through the next 3 - 5 days. Larger families uguadlve more than one
voucher.

That'’s the practical side. What for us has beemat nwvonderful blessing is
how people have been willing to come in and sHaeenselves with us.
For many of them the Food Bank has become a pla@sband security:
for the parents we have refreshments throughoumtaing, and there are
games and toys for the children. Many helpers pidly the children,

giving the parents a break.

A further blessing has been how other churches tadkemn hold of this
idea and asked to become involved. Each churchwamis to be part of
this has a basket where food can be donated, & thiven to the Food
Bank to be added to our supplies. Some amazingjeobdas been given,
and we are so thankful for this generosity.

We have been greatly encouraged by the commenit®sd who use the
Food Bank. They tell us that the food is a lifefibet that having
somewhere to go, and to be welcomed and listeneas juast as important.
We hear that the food has allowed them to ‘eatlikgs’, and we are truly
humbled by this. People are amazed at the lovimpsiihere and the
acceptance they feel at the Food Bank. We knowthigis the presence of
God, and all part of His plan when He woke Petat thorning several
months ago. We are so thankful that Peter was

listening!

Your garden in May
By Colin Dale, plant buyer, Notcutts Garden Centres
This is the time of the year when plants beginrtmangaway rapidly,
covering any remaining patches of earth, almoshbylay.
Sweet Peas can be planted out now and given agupmdimb.
Remember to cut the blooms regularly and ensutehibglants do not go
short of water to keep them producing.

Early flowering Clematis will need attention novathhey have finished
producing their beautiful flowers. Prune C. alpi@a,macropetala and C.
montana after flowering, to thin out some of the fildwered wood on
established plants. Finish the job with a feedexiegal fertiliser such as
pelleted chicken manure and water it in well.

Vegetable gardeners should begin to reap the resvertheir hard work

this month. Hoe between rows in suitable weath&e®p on top of
germinating weed seedlings and make sure that s@iad shallots are

kept weed-free, as they resent competition. Run@ans and squashes can
be planted out towards the end of the month onwmealhured ground, once
the threat of frost is past.

Spring-flowering shrubs should be pruned once tiaxe finished
flowering. Remove some of the old woody growth setaklished plants, to
encourage new shoots to grow through the summearBs (Cytisus)
should be pruned by up to two-thirds, as soonadlolwvers have faded, to
encourage new growth. Feed the plants with a géfertdiser and water-
in well.

Clean up your patio and sitting areas, get out gaulen furniture and

give it a good clean or visit your local gardentoeand replace it, so that
you are ready to enjoy thiewards from your spring work as the days
get longer and warmer.

Top Ten Tips for May

1. Sweet Peas can be planted out now and giveppaguo climb.

3. Visit our plant centre which will have a largdesction of summer
bedding plants which can be used in borders anthowis to give
colour until the autumn frosts. Remember to purelmsuitable
liquid feed as well, to keep the plants in top dood.

4. Tie-in new growths on climbing and rambling Re$erizontally to
supports. Tip the ends of these long growths toerage bushy side
shoots which will produce more flowers. Feed edahtpwvith a
suitable rose fertiliser and water in well.

5. Prune out some ofthe flowered wood on estaddishle matis alpina,
macropetala and montana immediately after flowerningquired.
This will encourage the plants to make new grovitias can be tied
in and will produce flowers next spring.

6. Hoe between crops in the vegetable garden ddringreather to
keep the weeds down. Hoeing on a regular basigneike life a lot
easier in the long run. Remember to sow fast maguwrops such as
salads, little and often to ensure a fresh sugptyugh the summer,
Make sure that crops are watered regularly if teather turns dry.

7 Plant out Runner Beans and Squashes towardsidheféhe month,
in well manured ground and water in well. Guardiagjsslug and
snail damage until the plants are established angdigg away.

8. Prune Spring-flowering shrubs such as Forsygh@Ribes as they
finish flowering to remove some of the flowered o@€omplete the
job with a top dressing of general fertiliser, watein well. This will
encourage new growth that will flower in future y&a

9. Prune evergreens, such as Holly and Conifeshape if
necessary. Make sure that these plants do notagb G
water through the Summer and mulch well aroundotise
of the plants.

10. Visit our plant centre to choose from the largage of shrubs and
perennials, delivered fresh each week. These &a 0 plant into
your gardens now to give years of colour.
